                   REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION

                              JANUARY 13, 2016
The regular meeting of the Bement Community Unit School District 5 Board of Education was held Wednesday, January 13, 2016 in the FACS room.  The meeting was called to order by board president Jeff Funk at 7:00 p.m.
Board members present were Jeff Funk, Janice Fogerson, Kyle Rogers, Todd Scott, Valerie Stoerger, Jeanne Strack and Trixie Stoerger-Flavin. 
Mr. Kepley gave his middle/high school report on athletics, scholastic bowl and the 8th grade Career Fair.
Ms. Greenwood gave her elementary school report on the Dee Brown assembly, the Spelling Bee, the new reading series and the math textbook adoption study.
In her superintendent’s report Ms. Greenwood told the board that an electrician has come in and inspected the electrical systems to determine what will be needed to install AC units in the buildings.  Ms. Greenwood told the board that safety latches have been ordered and will be installed on classroom and coat room doors.  Ms. Greenwood told the board that bids will be procured for blacktop work on the playgrounds and other blacktopped areas around campus.  Ms. Greenwood said that the sewer problems have been fixed and that an emergency Life Safety approval was received from the ISBE.  The board did a second reading of proposed amendments and updates to the Bement CUSD 5 School Board Policy.

A motion was made by Fogerson and seconded by Stoerger-Flavin that the executive session minutes of the December 9, 2015 regular meeting of the board of education be approved as presented.  Motion carried by a 6-0-1 roll call vote.  Strack – Abstain, Funk – yes, Rogers – yes, Stoerger – yes, Scott – yes, Fogerson – yes, Stoerger-Flavin – yes.  

A motion was made by Funk and seconded by Fogerson that the open session minutes of the December 9, 2015 regular meeting of the board of education be approved as presented.  Motion carried by a 6-0-1 roll call vote.  Strack – Abstain, Funk – yes, Rogers – yes, Stoerger – yes, Scott – yes, Fogerson – yes, Stoerger-Flavin – yes.  
A motion was made by Rogers and seconded by Stoerger-Flavin that the board accept and pay all bills as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Fogerson and seconded by Stoerger that the board approve the amendments and updates to the Bement CUSD 5 School Board Policy as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
