                   REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION

                              JANUARY 14, 2015
The regular meeting of the Bement Community Unit School District 5 Board of Education was held Wednesday, January 14, 2015 in the FACS room.  The meeting was called to order by board president Jeanne Strack at 7:02 p.m.

Board members present were Todd Scott, Jeanne Strack, Jeff Funk, Janice Fogerson, Jodi Wright, and Valerie Stoerger.  Board member Kyle Rogers was present by phone.
Ms. Greenwood gave the middle/high school board report on attendance, athletics, and the 8th grade Career Fair.
Ms. Greenwood gave her elementary school board report on Bucket Filler events, enrollment, and reading incentives.
In her superintendent’s report Ms. Greenwood told the board that the boiler has been repaired.  Ms. Greenwood said that the Illinois Education Funding Advisory Board just released their new numbers on how much it costs to educate a child in Illinois for one school year.  This is the number that General State Aid is based upon.  The new number is $8,899.  Currently the number is $6,119.  Districts are now prorated at 89% of that figure.  Ms. Greenwood told the board that ARAMARK has a new director.  She will be working with the director on costs and menu.  Ms. Greenwood said that the wooden bleachers in the high school gym will need to be removed and disposed of before June.  She is contacting other districts to see if they need any parts of these bleachers.  Ms. Greenwood thanked the State Bank of Bement for allowing the district to use their conference room for interviews while the boiler was under repair.  She told the board that the staff members attended a CPR/AED training on the teacher institute day and Jill Reedy conducted a professional development on PARCC.  
The board discussed the school board convention.  Board member Wright will put together cost numbers for the next meeting.       

The board did a second reading of proposed amendments and updates to the Bement CUSD 5 school board policy.       
A motion was made by Stoerger and seconded by Fogerson that the open session minutes of the December 10, 2014 special meeting of the board of education be approved as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.  
A motion was made by Funk and seconded by Strack that the open session minutes of the December 10, 2014 regular meeting of the board of education be approved as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.  
A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Wright that the board accept and pay all bills as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote. 

Ms. Greenwood and the board reviewed the treasurer’s report.
A motion was made by Funk and seconded by Strack that the board adjourn to executive session at 8:03 p.m. to discuss the appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance or dismissal of specific employees.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
A motion was made by Funk and seconded by Strack that the board return to open session at 9:19 p.m.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
A motion was made by Wright and seconded by Strack that the board approve the proposed amendments and updates to the Bement CUSD 5 School Board Policy as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
A motion was made by Stoerger and seconded by Funk that the board employ Katy Langan as a part-time art teacher for the 2015-2016 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Scott that the board employ Ryan Gardner as a part-time Physical Education teacher/Paraprofessional for the 2014-2015 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Funk that the board adjourn at 9:23 p.m.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
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
