BEMENT COMMUNITY UNIT SCHOOL DISTRICT 5

REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION

FEBRUARY 9, 2022
The regular meeting of the Bement Community Unit School District 5 Board of Education was held Wednesday, February 9, 2022 in the small gym.  The meeting was called to order by board president Todd Scott at 7:01 p.m.
Board members present were Layna Somers, Kyle Rogers, Todd Scott, Denise Strack, Janice Fogerson, Trixie Stoerger-Flavin and Jeff Funk (by phone).
Tony Kirkman from Piatt County Mental Health spoke to the board during the Bulldog Minute.
Mr. Kepley gave his middle school/high school principal’s report on the Bement Spelling Bee; rescheduling of the Illinois Youth Survey and middle school Breakout activity, the clay target team; Middle School Students of the Quarter and upcoming dates. 
Mrs. Sweet gave her grade school principal’s report on the PreK-5 tutoring program; the forming of the student handbook advisory committee; the Piatt County Spelling Bee; and upcoming SIP day activities.
Mrs. Sweet gave her athletic director report on the CGB Booster Club Trivia Night; the LPC and JHOC meetings; and middle school volleyball 8th grade night.
Dr. Greenwood gave her superintendent’s report on the Sangamon County court case regarding masking.  There were 146 plaintiffs in this case and a Temporary Restraining Order was issued.  Bement School District was not a plaintiff and the TRO did not affect the district.  Moving the district from “masks required” to “masks recommended but not required” was discussed.  The board discussed having Thursday as a transition day and beginning “masks recommended but not required” starting on Friday.  This could continue until the appellate court makes their decision on the masking lawsuit at which time the district could change their decision on masking.  Dr. Greenwood also discussed a program that would address the social-emotional health of staff members.  Dr. Greenwood will meet with the staff to see if there is interest in this program.  
A motion was made by Fogerson and seconded by Scott that the closed session minutes of the January 12, 2022 regular meeting of the board of education be approved as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.  

A motion was made by Rogers and seconded by Somers that the open session minutes of the January 12, 2022 regular meeting of the board of education be approved as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote. 
A motion was made by Fogerson and seconded by Stoerger-Flavin that the board accept and pay all bills as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote. 

The board reviewed the treasurer’s report.

A motion was made by Rogers and seconded by Funk that the board adjourn to closed session at 8:26 p.m. to discuss the evaluation, appointment, employment, compensation, performance, dismissal of specific employees and discussion of legal counsel.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
A motion was made by Rogers and seconded by Scott that the board return to open session at 8:59 p.m.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Fogerson and seconded by Somers that the board adjourn at 9:00 p.m.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
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
