                   REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION

                              MAY 13, 2015
The regular meeting of the Bement Community Unit School District 5 Board of Education was held Wednesday, May 13, 2015 in the FACS room.  The meeting was called to order by board president Jeff Funk at 7:02 p.m.

Board members present were Todd Scott, Jeanne Strack, Jeff Funk, Janice Fogerson, Jodi Wright and Valerie Stoerger. 
Board member Kyle Rogers was absent.

Mr. Kepley gave his middle/high school board report on attendance, prom, and athletics. 

Ms. Greenwood gave her elementary school board report on April Bucket Fillers and Remarkable Readers, the ringing of the bells to commemorate the 150th anniversary of the end of the Civil War, the Spring Concert, end of the school year celebrations and the PreK monitoring visit.
In her superintendent’s report Ms. Greenwood told the board that the third transportation payment had been received. Ms. Greenwood said that the 2013 Pension Reform had been ruled unconstitutional and a “cost shift” could occur.  Ms. Greenwood told the board that different health insurance plans had been considered but because of a very small increase in premium costs for next year the majority of district employees had voted to stay with the current plans from Health Alliance.  Ms. Greenwood said that all of the high school gym wooden bleachers have been spoken for.  A group from Chatham has already picked up their bleachers and the other two sets will be removed in June.  
A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Wright that the executive session minutes of the April 8, 2015 regular meeting of the board of education be approved as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.  

A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Stoerger that the open session minutes of the April 8, 2015 regular meeting of the board of education be approved as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote. 

A motion was made by Scott and seconded by Strack that the board accept and pay all bills as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote. 

Ms. Greenwood and the board reviewed the treasurer’s report.
A motion was made by Fogerson and seconded by Strack that the board adjourn to executive session at 7:49 p.m. to discuss the employment, compensation and performance of specific staff, the semi-annual review of executive session minutes and negotiations.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Stoerger and seconded by Strack that the board return to open session at 8:35 p.m.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Stoerger and seconded by Wright that the board accept the resignation of Katy Langan as art teacher and middle school volleyball head coach as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Scott that the board accept the resignation of Ryan Gardner as physical education teacher and paraprofessional as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Funk and seconded by Strack that the board keep the past six months executive session minutes closed in their entirety due to the sensitive nature of their content.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Funk and seconded by Fogerson that the board approve the recommendations for induction into the Bement High School Hall of Fame for 2015 as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Scott that the board approve the nominations of new members into the Bement High School Hall of Fame Selection Committee as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Stoerger that the board approve the school fees for 2015-2016 as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Wright and seconded by Scott that the board adjourn at 8:45 p.m.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
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
